This resource sheet offers some ideas to help explore and celebrate Pentecost.
PENTECOST IDEAS
Pentecost Prayers
Prepare enough flame or dove shapes (symbols of the Holy Spirit) for everyone to have one. Punch a hole in the shape and thread through some wool or string so that they can be hung up.

Invite people to write or draw prayers on their shape thanking God for sending the Holy Spirit. Hang the shapes on to branches which have been secured in flower pots.

The Lord’s Prayer

On the day of Pentecost, when the disciples spoke about Jesus, everyone present could hear what they said in their own language. And from there, the Good News about Jesus has spread throughout the world.

Invite everyone present to say the Lord’s Prayer together in their native language. Alternatively, visit the website Christus Est where you will find the Lord’s Prayer in nearly 1700 languages! Print out four or five to show that although languages may differ, our faith unites us.
Pentecost Banner
Let everyone draw round their hand on red, yellow or orange paper. Cut these out and glue them, overlapping to create a large flame, on to a large sheet of black card. Add words such as, ‘Holy Spirit – come with power’. Display this prominently in the worship area.
Alternatively create a similar effect using hand prints (with water soluble paint) on a white sheet to be used as a Pentecost altar frontal.
